Planning and Zoning Commission Chairman Demko called the meeting to order at  
7:00 p.m.  

 
1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FOR 11/20/2017 REGULAR MEETING  

 
Commissioner Mitchell made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Moss, to approve 
the minutes of the November 20, 2017, Planning and Zoning Commission Regular 
Meeting.  Chairman Demko called for a vote, and with all members voting affirmative, 
the motion passed 6/0. 
 

2. ELECT NEW CHAIRPERSON AND CO-CHAIRPERSON 
 
Commissioner Pease made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Mitchell, to elect 
Commissioner Demko as the Planning & Zoning Commission Chair.  Commissioner 
Demko called for a vote, and with all members voting affirmative, the motion passed 
6/0. 
 
Commissioner Demko made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Moss, to elect 
Commissioner Pease as the Planning & Zoning Commission Co-Chair.  Commissioner 
Demko called for a vote, and with all members voting affirmative, the motion passed 
6/0. 
 
Commissioner Sandler joined the meeting. 
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PUBLIC HEARING  
Open or continue public hearing, consider testimony and other information provided, 
close public hearing, and take necessary action with respect to the following: 
 

3. APPLICANT:   SETH KELLY – RLK ENGINEERING 
AT OR ABOUT:      222 N. COLLINS ROAD – SOUTH OF HOUNSEL LANE  
   AND EAST OF N. COLLINS ROAD 
REQUEST:   AMENDED SITE PLAN – SUNNYVALE HIGH SCHOOL  
   ADDITION 
 

Director of Development Services Rashad Jackson introduced the request.  The 
applicant is requesting approval for an amended site plan in order to construct several 
additions to Sunnyvale High School.  The amendment will allow for the construction of 
new classrooms, a new cafeteria, a new athletic field house, concession stand and 
parking.  The subject building is located southeast of the intersection of Collins Road 
and Hounsel Road.  The property is currently zoned SF-2 and will maintain this zoning 
classification. The property is a part of an overall master planned development for the 
Sunnyvale Independent School District. 
 
Analysis – Amended Site Plan  
Classrooms (Unit E & F elevations): The applicant proposes to construct a one-story 
42,340 sq.ft. addition onto the north wing of the existing Sunnyvale High School.  The 
additional will include 14 classrooms and 6 lab areas.  The addition will be constructed 
out of masonry (CMU, cast stone and natural stone).  The façade materials and color 
will match the existing school exterior.  The building will be 25’ tall and will serve as a 
main focal point on the north end of the building. 
 
Cafeteria (Unit G elevations):  The applicant proposes to construct a one-story 9,546 
sq.ft. addition onto the south wing of the existing Sunnyvale High School.  The addition 
will be constructed out of masonry (CMU, cast and natural stone).  The façade materials 
and color will match the existing school exterior.  The building will be 24’ tall. 
 
Field House: The applicant proposes to construct a one-story 4,984 sq.ft. addition onto 
the north of the existing athletic field house.  The addition will be constructed out of 
masonry (CMU, cast stone and natural stone).  The addition will have a metal hip style 
roof.  The façade materials will match the existing facade.  The building will be 21’ tall. 
 
Concession Stand: The applicant proposes to construct a one-story 1,087 sq.ft. 
concessions stand directly east of existing field house.  The building will be constructed 
primarily out of masonry (CMU, cast stone and natural stone).  A portion of the façade 
will be stucco.  The building will have a metal hip style roof.  The façade materials will 
match the existing facade.  The building will be 14’ tall. 
 
Landscape:  Landscaping will be included throughout the site.  A combination of crepe 
myrtle, live oak and Chinese Pistachio trees will be located throughout.  The tree survey 
and landscape plans adhere to Town requirements. 
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Seth Kelly of RLK Engineering spoke on behalf of the request. 
 
Commissioner Pease asked about the details of the Fire Department review comments. 
 
Mr. Kelly explained the comments were in regards to the hose lay requirements for the 
building.  He also noted that the Fire Chief would like to see concrete at all egress 
doors. 
 
Chairman Demko asked about a fire lane extension shown on the site plan. 
 
Director Jackson explained the background on the fire lane extension.

Commissioner Moss made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Sandler, to 
recommend approval of the request with staff recommendation (Fire Chief comments).  
Chairman Demko called for a vote, and with all members voting affirmative, the motion 
passed 7/0. 
 

 
3. APPLICANT:   LEON GOODHART REVOCABLE TRUST 

AT OR ABOUT:      SOUTH OF STONE CANYON DRIVE AND SENDERO  
   DRIVE 
REQUEST:   PRELIMINARY PLAT – STONE CANYON EAST –  
   PHASE 5B & 5C 
 
 

Director of Development Services Rashad Jackson introduced the request.  The subject 
property is located within the Stone Canyon East development.  The zoning district designation 
is Single Family Residential 4 - Planned Residential Overlay (SF4 PRO).  The regulations 
associated with the development were established within Ordinance No. 413, which guides the 
development of this project.  The applicant has submitted a preliminary plat for approval. The 
plat proposes to finalize the development of thirty (30) residential lots on approximately 14 acres.  
Details of the phase 5B and phase 5C are noted below. 
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Analysis 
Overall Development – Stone Canyon East 
To date, a number of phases and sub-phases have been constructed within Stone Canyon East 
development.  The total development upon build-out should meet the following requirements: 
 
Dwelling size Minimum air conditioned 

living space of 3,000 square 
feet 

Maximum Number of Dwelling Units 120 
Maximum Density (per gross acre) 1.4 du/ac  
Minimum Lot Size  12,000 square feet 
Minimum Open Space Requirement 29 acres 

 
 
David Goodhart, 416 Mustang Dr., Sunnyvale, Texas, spoke on behalf of the request.  
He provided background on the request. 
 
Commissioner Sandler asked about the status of the required tree survey. 
 
Mr. Goodhart noted that the survey was being completed.  He believed it would be done 
as soon as possible.

Chairman Demko 
called for a vote, and with all members voting affirmative, the motion passed 7/0. 

 
 

4. APPLICANT:   MIKE POTTER 
AT OR ABOUT:      SOUTHWEST CORNER OF HWY 352 (S. COLLINS  
   ROAD) AND US HWY 80 – SUNNYVALE CENTRE 
REQUEST:   SITE PLAN – QUIKTRIP 
 

Director of Development Services Rashad Jackson introduced the request.  The subject 
property is located within Sunnyvale Centre on the southwest corner of US Hwy 80 and 
South Collins Road (Hwy 352).  The applicant requests approval of a proposed site plan 
for the development of a QuikTrip gas station and convenience store.  The subject 
property is 4.5 acres in size and located within the Sunnyvale Centre master planned 
development district.   
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Sunnyvale Centre MPD District:  The Sunnyvale Centre MPD district was adopted in 
June 2012.  The district allowed for variations to the standard regulations with the Town 
zoning ordinance and zoning districts, specifically the General Business, Highway 
Commercial and Industrial districts.  A concept plan, signage plan and development 
standards were adopted that slightly vary from the Towns standard regulations.  The 
concept plan and signage plan is attached for review.  Unlike in other portions of the 
town, the MPD district allows for gasoline sales by right.  The MPD regulations note the 
sales are limited to a maximum of ten (10) dispensing units per site.  A gas pump is 
defined as one dispensing unit, whether it has two (2) hoses or not, it may have one (1) 
each side. 
 
Chapter 17A.12 of the Zoning Ordinance:  The Sunnyvale Centre MPD was adopted 
using the procedures noted in Chapter 17 of the zoning ordinance.  Chapter 17A.12 
stipulates that if a site plan is not submitted for the land subject to the concept plan 
within two (2) years of the approval of the concept, the right to submit additional site 
plans for such land shall be suspended until the MPD is subsequently reinstated by the 
Commission and Town Council.  Staff notes that based on the initial adoption of the 
MPD district, the Sunnyvale Centre MPD would be considered suspended.  Staff 
recommends removing the suspension with the submittal of the current site plan 
application. 
 
Overall Design:  Plans show a 4,840 sq. ft. one-story masonry building with an 
articulated facade and three entries.  A gasoline canopy will be constructed with 
masonry columns, standard QuikTrip trade dress and a cornice architectural element 
atop.  A total of 10 pumps are proposed.  The site will have access from the US Hwy 80 
frontage road and Hwy 352 (S. Collins).  The main entry will be at an angle facing the 
intersection of S. Collins and US. Hwy 80.  Staff has reviewed the design against the 
development standards for the MPD district and Sunnyvale zoning ordinance.  Staff 
notes the design and landscape appear to be in adherence with the development 
regulations.   
 
Mike Potter of QuikTrip spoke on behalf of the request.  He noted details of the site 
plan, landscape and signage. 
 
Commissioner asked for an explanation on the requested sign variation. 
 
Mr. Potter explained that the request was for a 40’ pylon sign on US Hwy 80.  He noted 
they would have a monument sign on Collins Road.  He noted that the overall primary 
tower sign for Sunnyvale Center would remain. 
 
Discussion was had amongst the Commission and Mr. Potter in regards to the signage 
plan. 
 
Chairman Demko asked about the distance from the primary tower sign to the proposed 
40’ QuikTrip sign. 
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Mr. Potter stated he believed the distance was at least 100’ – 150’. 
 
 
Chairman Demko asked about the depth of the proposed building. 
 
Mr. Potter stated it would approximately 54’. 
 
Commissioner Moss asked if real stacked stone would be used on the façade. 
 
Mr. Potter stated real stone would be used. 
 
Commissioner Pease asked about the details of the new smaller third generation 
building. 
 
Mr. Potter explained the new changes for the proposed building compared to their 
original third generation building.  Jake Petras of QuikTrip also provided background on 
the building. 
 
Commissioner Moss asked if there would be areas for eating. 
 
Mr. Potter stated there would be chairs and tables located outside of the building. 
 
Commissioner Kline asked if the building would be similar to the one in Mesquite across 
from Lowes. 
 
Jake Petras stated it would be similar but the Sunnyvale model would be the first of its 
kind. 
 
Commissioner Sandler asked if beer and wine would be sold. 
 
Mr. Potter stated beer and wine would be sold. 
 
Public Hearing Open 
 
Mike Anderson (Sunnyvale Centre developer), 3218 E. Hwy 30, Mesquite Texas, spoke.  
He provided background on the request.  He noted the primary signage for the 
development would be saved for those tenants that did not have roadway frontage. 
 
 
Javier Torres, 624 Duck Creek Way, spoke.  He noted concerns with sidewalks and the 
stone material used on the façade. 
 
Discussion was had with regard to the driveways, turn lanes and TxDOT approval. 
 
Commissioner Pease asked about the replat requirement for the property. 
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Director Jackson noted the reasoning for the replat request. 
 
Commissioner Sandler asked if the sidewalk comment noted by staff was a request or 
requirement.  
 
Director Jackson stated it was a request. 
 
Mr. Petras stated they would conceptually agree to the request for a sidewalk along the 
US 80 driveway.  He stated he would request some levity if the sidewalk could not meet 
ADA requirement due to grades. 
 
Commissioner Sandler made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Mitchell, to 
recommend approval of the request and the noted sign variation with staff 
recommendations. Chairman Demko called for a vote, and with all members voting 
affirmative, the motion passed 7/0.

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GENERAL 1. All construction shall be in accordance with the North Central Texas Council of Governments "Standard Specifications for Public Works Construction" and the Town of Sunnyvale's addendum thereto. 2. Before beginning construction, the contractor shall prepare a construction sequence schedule. The construction schedule shall be such that there is the minimum interference with traffic along or adjacent to the project. 3. Construction may not be begun earlier than 7:00 A.M. on weekdays nor continued after dark without permission from the Town of Sunnyvale. Construction on Saturday may not be begun before 8:00 A.M. and work on Sunday is prohibited without special permission. 4. Utilities shown on the plans were taken from field surveys and information provided by the utility companies. The completeness and the accuracy of this data is not guaranteed. The contractor is responsible for verifying the location of all underground utilities and structures and protecting them from damage during construction. Contact Texas One Call System 1-800-245-4545 at least 48 hours before excavating. 5. Work may not be backfilled or covered until it has been inspected by the Town. 6. Material testing shall be performed by an independent testing laboratory and paid for by the Contractor. 7. All excavation on the project is unclassified. 8. Utility companies and contractors shall obtain a street cut permit before disturbing any pavement in public right-of-way. 9. The contractor shall maintain two-way traffic at all times along the project. 10. Remove, salvage and replace all street and traffic control signs which may be damaged by the construction of the project. 11. All trenching and excavation shall be performed in accordance with OSHA standards. GRADING 12. Top soil shall not be removed from residential lots or used as spoil, but shall be stripped and redistributed so as to provide at least six (6) inches of cover on the lots, parkways and medians. Permanent erosion control measures shall be provided throughout the development prior to final acceptance of the improvements. 13. Temporary erosion control shall be used to minimize the spread of silt and mud from the project on to existing streets, alleys, drainageways and public and private property. Temporary erosion controls may include silt fences, straw bales, berms, dikes, swales, strips of undisturbed vegetation, check dams and other methods as required by the Town Administrator or his representative and as specified in the North Central Texas Council of Governments Construction (N.C.T.C.O.G) BMP Manual. 14. All street rights-of-way, regardless of slope; all finished grade slopes that are steeper than 6:1; and the flow lines of all drainage ditches and swales shall be completely covered with erosion control matting as specified in the North Central Texas Council of Governments Construction (N.C.T.C.O.G) BMP Manual. 15. Grass shall be established on the slopes of all drainage channels that are steeper than 6:1. Grass shall meet the requirements of the Standard Specifications of the Texas Department of Transportation. 16. All permeable surfaces within the development shall be graded to a smooth and uniform appearance that can be easily mowed with a small residential riding lawn mower. PAVING 1. All embankment shall be compacted to 95% Standard Proctor density. 2. All streets and alleys shall be placed on lime stabilized subgrade with a lime content of not less than 6%. 3. The minimum 28 day compressive strength of concrete street paving shall not be less than 3600 psi and shall be air entrained. Water may not be applied to the surface of concrete paving to improve workability. 4. All curb and gutter shall be integral with the pavement. 5. Parabolic crowns are required on all street pavement except on major thoroughfares where straight sections are required. 6. Streets and alleys shall be constructed with provisions for sidewalk ramps at all intersections. 7. Fire lanes shall be constructed with 7” 3600 psi concrete with #3 rebar on 18 inch centers in both 3600 psi concrete with #3 rebar on 18 inch centers in both directions. DRAINAGE 8. Storm sewer pipe shall be reinforced concrete, Class III unless otherwise noted. 9. All structural concrete shall be Class "C" (3600 p.s.i. compressive strength at 28 days), air entrained. 10. The contractor shall install plugs in storm sewer lines or otherwise prevent mud from entering the storm sewer system during construction. WATER AND SANITARY SEWER 1. Water mains shall be AWWA C-900 PVC Class 150 unless otherwise noted. Minimum cover for waterlines is 48" or as required to clear existing utilities, whichever is greater. 2. Marking tape shall be installed over PVC water lines. 3. Fittings for PVC water lines shall be ductile iron and be encased in a polyethylene sheath. 4. Compact ductile or cast iron fittings may not be used. 5. Valves shall be Mueller resilient seat gate valves. 6. All direct burial valves shall be provided with cast iron valve boxes with PVC stacks. Valve stacks shall be vertical and concentric with the valve stem. Stainless steel valve extensions are required on all valves where the operating nut is greater than 4 feet below finished grade. 7. Fire hydrants shall be Mueller Centurion and be field painted and color coded as directed by the Sunnyvale Fire Chief. 8. The distance from fire hydrants to the edge of pavement for public streets or edge of fire lane shall not exceed five feet unless otherwise permitted by the Town Engineer. 9. All exposed bolting on any buried equipment or material shall be stainless steel. Included are: 1. Bonnet and stuffing box bolts on valves. 2. Shoe bolts on fire hydrants. 3. Flange bolts. "Cor-ten" mechanical joint "T" bolts are acceptable for direct burial service. 10. Meter boxes shall be as approved by the Town of Sunnyvale. Contact the Town Engineer for specifications. Meter box specifications are subject to change without notice. 11. All underground water system pipe fittings shall fitted with Meg-a-Lug joint restraints. 12. Sanitary sewer mains and laterals shall be DR 35 PVC. 13. The contractor shall install and maintain water tight plugs in all connections to the Town's sanitary sewer system until the project is accepted by the Town. 14. All sanitary sewer lines and manholes shall be leak tested before the project is accepted. Deflection testing of PVC sewer lines is required. WARRANTY 1. The Contractor shall maintain the required public improvements for a period of two (2) years following acceptance by the Town and shall provide a maintenance bond in the amount of 100% of the costs of the improvements. 2. Thirty days prior to the expiration of the warranty, the Contractor shall notify the Town of the approaching end of the two-year warranty. In the event the Contractor fails to notify the Town of the end of warranty, the warranty and bond shall automatically be extended to end thirty days after notice of end-of-warranty is filed with the Town.
