·   CALL TOWN COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER 

Mayor Byrd called the meeting to order at 7:10 p.m.

·   INVOCATION
Councilmember George gave the invocation.

· PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Byrd led the pledge of allegiance.

1.  CONSENT AGENDA

D.  CONSIDER RESOLUTION 10-21, A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF SUNNYVALE  APPROVING THE ENTERING INTO OF A SERVICE CONTRACT WITH DALLAS COUNTY, ON BEHALF OF THE DALLAS COUNTY SHERIFF FOR POLICE PATROL SERVICES   
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Motion was made by Councilmember Hill to approve the consent agenda with corrections as stated at this meeting.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Yates.  Motion carried unanimously.

· PUBLIC FORUM
(CITIZENS MAY SPEAK ON ANY MATTER OTHER THAN PERSONNEL MATTER OR MATTERS UNDER LITIGATION.  NO TOWN COUNCIL ACTIONS OR DISCUSSION WILL BE TAKEN UNTIL SUCH MATTER IS PLACED ON THE AGENDA AND POSTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH LAW.)

Mayor Byrd explained a line had been added to the agenda asking that all cell phones and communication devices be turned-off for both the audience and town council during the course of the meeting.  

Additionally, he stated during his term as mayor, he had made a conserted effort to make sure the public was given ample opportunity to participate and provide input in the council proceedings.  He believed strongly that public input was a part of the political process. "...I have regularly extended the courtesy of public participation even when it was not required by law, however, there had been those, for whatever reason, neither seem to appreciate or respect the courtesy that had been extended."  He stated from this night forward, individuals of the public would be allowed to speak only one time on a specific topic regardless of the type meeting.  He asked members of the public to voluntarily limit their comments to five minutes.  He warned if there seemed to be a problem with voluntary limits then mandatory limits could be instituted to maintain a productive meeting environment.  He asked for cooperation, patience and participation.  

Public Comments:

1) Gordon Wynn, 297 Creekwood Dr, spoke about the dangers of the alley behind his house.  He asked for speed constraints in the alley.  He said there was a 15mph speed limit, but no sign was on the south end.  He suggested speed bumps in the alley to slow the traffic down.  

Mr. Wynn said homeowner’s association had failed to maintain the entry ways into his subdivision.  Mayor Byrd advised the entry way was a homeowner’s association problem, but town staff would contact both Mr. Wynn and the homeowner’s association to work on getting the problem solved.  

Mayor Byrd advised that items #2 and #3 were public hearings, but items #4 through #8 were not and if anyone wanted to speak on these items, this would be their opportunity.

There were no other public comments.

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2.  APPLICATION FOR FINAL PLAT
APPLICANT:  SHALEM PARK

AT OR ABOUT:  3405 N. BELT LINE RD

REQUEST:    LOTS 1-5 

Steve Gilbert, Building Official, advised that final plat application had been received from Shalem Park and staff memo only referenced a deficiency in establishment of grass on the disturbed areas.  Mr. Gilbert advised he had visited the site and planted grass had begun to grow.

David Williams, architect representing Shalem Park, was present to answer any questions.

Mayor Byrd opened the public hearing.  There were no public comments.  Mayor Byrd closed the public hearing.

Motion was made by Councilmember Hill to approve the final plat for Shalem Park as presented.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Henderson.  Motion carried unanimously.

3.   APPLICATION FOR REPLAT

APPLICANT:  DONALD & CATHERINE COURSEY

AT OR ABOUT:  3419 WILLOWCREEK DR

REQUEST:  REPLAT OF LOT 10R AND 20R

Steve Gilbert advised that a replat application had been received for 3419 Willowcreek Dr.  Staff review showed that the replat conformed to the plat requirements of the Town.

David and Catherine Coursey were present to answer any questions.

Mayor Byrd opened the public hearing.  There were no public comments.  Mayor Byrd closed the public hearing.

Motion was made by Councilmember Henderson to approve the application for replat at or about 3419 Willowcreek Dr. for replat of lot 10R and 20R.  Motion seconded by Councilmember George.  Motion carried unanimously.

· DISCUSSION/ACTION ITEMS

4.  CONSIDER BID AWARD FOR BARNES BRIDGE SEWER LINE

Scott Campbell, Town Manager, explained the history of a pro-rata agreement with Mrs. Wynonna Anderson at 214 Barnes Bridge Road who had approached the Town for completion of the agreement.

Marc Bentley, Town Engineer, explained the bid tabulation and contractor references.  Staff recommendation for the Anderson Sanitary Sewer line project was the apparent low bidder, Axis Contracting, Inc. of Dallas, Texas
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Motion was made by Councilmember Yates to award the bid to Axis Contracting, Inc. of Dallas, Texas for the Anderson Sanitary Sewer line project in an amount not to exceed $29,105.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Henderson.  Motion carried unanimously.

5.  CONSIDER RESOLUTION 10-22, A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF SUNNYVALE TOWN COUNCIL (TOWN) ENTERING INTO AN ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT WITH THE SUNNYVALE 4A  DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION (CORPORATION) ESTABLISHING THE 4A DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION’S DEBT SERVICE OBLIGATIONS TO THE TOWN RELATED TO CERTAIN CAPITAL INFRASTRUCTURE INVESTMENTS NOT TO EXCEED $1,500,000. 

Scott Campbell stated Resolution 10-22 was a resolution allowing the Town to enter into an economic development agreement with the Sunnyvale 4A Development Corporation.  He said this was only for the agreement and not the issuance of debt.  

Motion was made by Councilmember Hill to approve Resolution 10-22 as presented not to exceed $1,500,000.  Motion seconded by Councilmember George.  Motion carried 3/2 with Councilmembers Yates and Wiley voting opposed.  

6.  CONSIDER BUDGET AMENDMENT FOR UTILITY FUND

Scott Campbell advised Item #6 was a follow-up for the sewer jet machine discussed during budget.  The utility capital outlay line item was $19,000.  A reliable used unit had been located for $6,500.  Recommendation was made to reallocate $6,500 from the $19,000 contingency line item in the utility fund.  

Johnny Meeks, Utility Director, was present to answer questions.  He advised the rental cost for the sewer jet machine was a minimum of $380 per hour for the unit.  The unit located was from Delmar Disposal.  The machine in question had 750 hours use to date.  Mr. Meeks advised it was in good shape with new hoses.  

Motion was made by Councilmember Henderson to approve a budget amendment in an amount not to exceed $6,500 for capital equipment.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Yates.  Motion carried unanimously.

7.  CONSIDER BUDGET AMENDMENT FOR SUNNYVALE 4A ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

Scott Campbell explained the budget amendment request from the Sunnyvale 4A for the Sunnyvale Pecan Harvest Festival.

Teri Shatter, representing Sunnyvale Chamber of Commerce, explained the funding needs for the Sunnyvale Pecan Harvest Festival.  
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Motion was made by Councilmember Hill to approve a budget amendment for the Sunnyvale 4A Economic Development Corporation in an amount of $1,300.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Henderson.  Motion carried unanimously.

8.  STAFF PRESENTATION FOR CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS TO INCLUDE WATER AND ROAD INFRASTRUCTURE

Terry Millican, Consulting Engineer, was present to continue discussion of capital water system improvement.  He distributed hand-outs of topography maps for site selection consideration.  

Comparisons were explained on possible sites.  

Questions were raised regarding storage tank distances, cost estimates, Town rights under Homestead ordinance for amenities, property values, access roads, fence requirements, water lines, easements, significance of 190, other site cost estimates and social impacts.

Direction was given to Mr. Millican to investigate the future Oncor substation property as a possible site.  Consensus was given that the generic sites presented were generally acceptable.  

Mayor Byrd stated he had asked the street department to evaluate all the Sunnyvale roadways.  Robert Blackburn and Mark Bland were present to explain street repair maps.  Roads have lasted approximately 35 years at this time and seem to have sufficient base.  Concrete for ½ mile of road was estimated at approximately $500,000.  Asphalt roads will need to be removed in the future.  Jobson Rd. condition would only allow one more additional overlay before having to remove asphalt.  

Decision was made to review the areas and formulate a plan to address the significant repairs needed.  Discussion was planned for the next to council meeting.
