·   CALL TOWN COUNCIL MEETING TO ORDER 

Mayor Byrd called the meeting to order at 7:20 p.m.
·   INVOCATION
Councilmember Hill gave the invocation.
· PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Byrd led the pledge of allegiance.
1.  CONSENT AGENDA

A.  APPROVAL OF MINUTES - REGULAR MEETING 11-08-10

Motion was made by Councilmember Hill to approve the consent agenda as presented.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Henderson.  Motion carried unanimously.
· PUBLIC FORUM
(CITIZENS MAY SPEAK ON ANY MATTER OTHER THAN PERSONNEL MATTER OR MATTERS UNDER LITIGATION.  NO TOWN COUNCIL ACTIONS OR DISCUSSION WILL BE TAKEN UNTIL SUCH MATTER IS PLACED ON THE AGENDA AND POSTED IN ACCORDANCE WITH LAW.)
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Public Comments:  

1) Fire Chief Joe Plumlee said the Caruth Foundation of Dallas was distributing money through the American Heart Association to all emergency first responders which included the Sunnyvale Fire Department.  Chief Plumlee explained the plans for using the funds.

· DISCUSSION/ACTION ITEMS

2.  CONSIDER CHANGE ORDER FOR JOBSON RD/TRIPP RD DRAINAGE PROJECT

Scott Campbell, Town Manager, asked for approval of a change order of $11,000 on the Jobson Rd/Tripp Rd drainage project to include additional improvements to properly convey the storm water along Jobson Rd.  Discussion was held with Marc Bentley, Town Engineer.
Motion was made by Councilmember Yates to approve a change order to the R. D. Moorman Company in the amount of $11,000 on the Jobson Rd/Tripp Rd Drainage Improvement Project.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Wiley.  Motion carried unanimously.

3.  CONSIDER AWARDING BID FOR MARAZZI TILE FACILITY TRAFFIC LIGHT IMPROVEMENTS

Scott Campbell advised the 2008 Texas Capital Fund Grant for Marazzi Tile included a traffic signal at the entrance to the Marazzi facility off of Clay Rd.  Discussion followed regarding project bidders.
Motion was made by Councilmember Yates to award the bid for the Marazzi Tile Facility Traffic Light Improvements to Durable Specialties, Inc. in an amount not to exceed $105,000.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Hill.  Motion carried unanimously.

4.  CONSIDER AWARDING BID FOR FIRE APPARATUS EQUIPMENT

Scott Campbell asked for consideration of approval for equipment needed on the brush fire truck from the grant administered by the Department of Forestry.  Chief Plumlee advised the grant was $96,000 and the overall cost of the vehicle was approximately $104,000.  The grant required a 10% Town match in funding.  
Motion was made by Councilmember Hill to award the bid for fire apparatus equipment to Wildfire Truck and Equipment Sales in an amount not to exceed $62,540.99.  Motion seconded by Councilmember Henderson.  Motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Byrd recessed the meeting at 7:45 p.m.

Mayor Byrd reconvened the meeting at 7:54 p.m.
5.  CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS TO INCLUDE WATER AND ROAD INFRASTRUCTURE

Robert Blackburn, Director of Community Services, presented information to the council for roadways with both major and minor issues.  Mr. Blackburn addressed the council on future street repair plans and asked for approval in the next budget of $150,000 to repair residential streets, alleys and sidewalks.
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He suggested $450,000 for B-roads with the Dallas County match funds.  Mr. Blackburn explained it would take three (3) years with this level of repair to put the town’s roadways in good condition.  
Mayor Byrd presented a summary of cost estimates for water improvements.  Five scenarios were discussed.  He advised on a 3 ½% interest rate to finance $1million it would take about $70,000 in debt service payments per year.  Mayor Byrd explained $70,000 was the equivalent of $.01 on the property tax rate. 
After discussion, Mayor Byrd said a majority of the town council leaned toward tank placement in the area of Polly Rd. and Barnes Bridge Rd.
