1) Deborah Franklin, 629 Pecan Creek, asked when commercial water rates were going to be discussed.  Scott Campbell, Town Manager, advised both residential and commercial rates would be discussed later in the meeting.

Discussion followed regarding B-roads, employee compensation, utility/sewer rate analysis and proposed water/sewer rates.  
Mayor Phaup opened the floor for public comments.

1) Cindy Bornowski, 106 Big Bend Circle, presented variations of her August 2011 water bill if calculated from different towns.  

2) Deborah Franklin, 629 Pecan Creek, asked questions regarding commercial water customers.  

3) Barbara Thomas, 477 East Fork Rd, asked if water rates were being increased to cover sewer rates for residents with no town sewer system.
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4) Jim Wade, 299 E. Tripp Rd., said his water bill was in excess of $1,100 for August 2011.
He suggested seeking a balance between commercial and residential customers.  

5) Connie Pullen, 252 Barnes Bridge Rd, spoke concerning general fund budget proposals and water rates.  

There were no other public comments.
