· CALL MEETING TO ORDER

Member Gray called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

· APPROVE MINUTES

A. REGULAR MEETING AUGUST 3, 2009    

Motion was made by Member Miller to approve the minutes from August 3, 3009.  Motion seconded by Member Cox.  Motion carried unanimously.

· PUBLIC HEARINGS

OPEN OR CONTINUE PUBLIC HEARING, CONSIDER TESTIMONY AND OTHER INFORMATION PROVIDED, CLOSE PUBLIC HEARING, AND TAKE NECESSARY ACTION WITH RESPECT TO THE FOLLOWING APPLICATIONS:

Member Gray advised that Chairperson Holt and Member Giacomazzi would not be present at this meeting.  Member Gray also stated that any variance application presented would need to have a unanimous vote for approval.


1.  APPLICANT:  JAVA RANCH, LLC


     AT OR ABOUT:  200 S. COLLINS RD


     REQUESTS: BUFFER WALL VARIANCE

Steve Gilbert, Building Official, advised that the applicant had withdrawn their request and begun construction of the buffer wall required by their approved site plan.
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2.  APPLICANT:  TOMMY SATTERFIELD


     AT OR ABOUT:  321 OVERDALE COURT


     REQUESTS: SIDE YARD SETBACK

Tommy Satterfield was present to seek approval of a side yard setback at 321 Overdale Court due to an irregular shaped lot.

Member Gray opened the public hearing.  There were no public comments.  Member Gray closed the public hearing.

Motion was made by Member Miller to grant the variance requested on 321 Overdale Court for a side yard setback variance from 12 ft. to 10ft.  Motion seconded by Member Naghela-EL.  Motion carried unanimously.


3.  APPLICANT:  LARRY AND BRENDA ALLEN


     AT OR ABOUT:  317 MORNING FOG


     REQUESTS:  FRONT YARD SETBACK, REAR YARD SETBACK


                            ACCESS FROM SIDE STREET

Larry Allen was present to seek approval of a variance allowing the house entry from Morning Fog and adjust the back setback from 30 ft to 25 ft.  

Member Gray opened the public hearing.  

Public Comments:

Mike Chapman, 302 Eagles Crest Dr, asked for verification of the square footage of the planned residence.  Mr. Chapman asked that the 20 ft. line be changed to a 25 ft. line.  

Member Miller asked Mr. Allen if the building plans had been finalized.  Mr. Allen stated that the exterior dimensions were agreed upon.  

Steve Gilbert stated that once the house was turned from Morning Fog to Eagles Crest, the building lines needed to be established.  Member Gray confirmed that the front building line along Eagles Crest would be established.  Mr. Gilbert stated that the roadway was a curve and asked for measurement from the corners keeping with the curve linear appeal.

Tommy Satterfield explained the control points for the survey on the lot.  
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Brenda Chapman, 302 Eagles Crest Dr, asked for a 40 ft. setback along Eagles Crest or as much as possible.

Mr. Allen reminded the board that not every house along Eagles Crest had a 40 ft. setback.  Discussion followed regarding where to begin the calculations for lot lines.

Member Gray closed the public hearing.

Motion was made by Member Miller to grant a variance the property located at the corner of Eagles Crest and Morning Fog in accordance with the variances that were requested:

1. Variance to utilize the Morning Fog as the entry instead of the alley

2. Variance to reduce the rear yard setback from 30 ft  to 25 ft

3. Variance to face the house to Eagles Crest and utilize a 40 ft and 26 ft building line setback to the front of the house with the following stipulations:



A.  The northeast corner of the house will be no closer than 40 ft from the 



      property line along Eagles Crest perpendicular to that point where it 



      intersects the side building line at 20 ft



B.  The northwest corner of the house will be no closer than 26 ft to the 



      building line perpendicular to  the property line along Eagles Crest Dr.  

Motion seconded by Member Cox.  Motion carried unanimously.


4.  APPLICANT:  DANIELA CLARY


     AT OR ABOUT:  332 E. TRIPP RD


     REQUESTS:  SETBACK ADJUSTMENTS

Steve Gilbert said that an application had been received from Daniela Clary at 332 E. Tripp Rd.

Daniela Clary said that they would like to replace a metal building that had been on their property for the past 15 years.  She explained the need for the building on her 8 ½ acre tract.  The proposed building would be brick and stone to match their existing home.

Member Gray opened the public hearing.  There were no public comments.  Member Gray closed the public hearing.

Motion was made by Member Naghela-EL be approved for Daniela Clary at 332 E. Tripp Rd. a requested setback variance from 30 ft to 12 ft.  Motion seconded by Member Cox.  Motion carried unanimously.
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5.  APPLICANT:  BILL SHEAHAN


     AT OR ABOUT:  321 S. LARKIN RD


     REQUESTS:  SIDE YARD SETBACK, LANDSCAPE BUFFER,

                                        LOT WIDTH REQUIREMENT

William F. Sheahan and William J. Sheahan were present as co-applicants to seek a variance to split their lots.  They conveyed that their original intent was to have separate residences on separate lots and they needed variances to subdivide the property.

Scott Campbell, Town Manager, stated that initially the lot should have been platted prior to the home being built in 2004.  He advised that Mr. Sheahan had working with the staff to find a way to resolve the problem.  

Member Gray opened the public hearing.

Public Comments:

Michael Gutherie, 550 S. Larkin Rd, asked that Mr. Sheahan be required to construct a level 8 ft. board on board fence down his property line to the back of Mr. Sheahan’s house to matching the fencing in place.   Mr. Gutherie advised that he had had an opportunity to purchase the applicant’s property as a single tract of 3 ½ acres with a single house.  

Jennifer Gutherie, 550 S. Larkin Rd, asked what changes had been made since the application was heard a year ago.  Steve Gilbert advised that lot lines had been changed and even though there was a shared approach, the driveways were separate. 

Mrs. Gutherie said that she didn’t understand how an accessory dwelling was ever allowed and how a single tract had become separate pieces of property without platting.  Scott Campbell confirmed that the property had not been platted through the Town’s process.

Bill Sheahan, 321 S. Larkin Rd said that the property was always 2 separate pieces of property.  Mr. Sheahan said that he would be willing to build the fence that Mr. Gutherie wanted along the property line.

8:45 p.m. Chairperson Holt arrived at the meeting.

Motion was made by Member Miller to continue the public hearing until the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Board of Adjustment.  Motion seconded by Member Naghela-EL.  Motion carried 4/0 with Member Holt not voting.
